Co nt i Anifeeeke that can be used safely in our cars
uses older-fashioned Inorganic Additive Technology
(IAT) additive. You cannot tell by the color of the anti-
freeze if it's safe to use. Also, the product may be labeled
"Safe for Older Cars"--meaning 10 years old at most.
Brands to be AVOIDED are all Prestone lines and
Zerex's G-05 in the Gold-color container. Avoid any
"Extended-Life" or “Advanced formula” antifreeze. None
of us wants to pull and rebuild our cars' engines. Ac-
ceptable brands are Peak, Peak's HD Product "Sierra,"
and Zerex Original Green in the WHITE container. There
is an IAT antifreeze at AutoZone which is called Auto-
Zone Conventional Green. Look for : Conventional

Between the inner and outer hub there is a space that seemed to
» have about 3 gallon of grease stored for some reason. I remembered
my research, “ Don’t mix greases as the thickener may not be com-
patible”. Now you have to get all that old grease out of the hub.
I’m thinking what I need is some kind of a scrapper. What pops
into my mind, a spatula! I trot out to the kitchen, open a drawer
and there they are, dozens of spatulas. I pick out 2 rather old ones.
You can trim them down with scissors to the size and shape you
want. I need to get in the axle hole and have a flat edge in front to
get up to the edge inside the hub. Some of the stuff that came out
must have been put in there in 1924. Old, hard and black grease
and I must have used a roll of paper towels to get rid of all of it.

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Directions to our house:

Most GPSs should find our address. 6215 Brooksong Way, Blacklick, Ohio 43004

The following are not necessarily the shortest directions, but they have the least amount of turns on which to
get lost. Once you have made it, you will see it is really quite simple. We are just a couple miles East of Port
Columbus, North of Broad St. and East of Hamilton Rd.

North

From the North, get on [-270 and take the East loop or (I-270 to Wheeling). Go around to the Gahan-
na Rt. 62 exit near the Airport (exit 35). (check below™**)

From the East take I-70 West to I-270 then take the 1-270 (North to Cleveland exit) to the Rt. 62 —
Gahanna exit ( exit 35). (check below™**)

You may also take Broad St. (St. Rt. 16) West to Mt. Carmel Hospital and turn right on Taylor Sta-
tion Rd., (directly across from the hospital). You go 1.7 miles and cross Taylor Rd. then go another
0.4 miles and turn right onto Brooksong Way at the top of a rise. Bear left into the cul-de-sac and we
are the second house on the right.

From the South take the East loop of [-270 (called to Wheeling and/or Cleveland) and go around to
exit 35 which will be the second Gahanna exit. Go around to the Gahanna Rt. 62 exit near the Airport
(exit 35). (check below**)

From the West you can come in I-70 straight to downtown Columbus. At exit 96 bear left to the I-
670 Airport exit and take 670 all the way out to the Gahanna — Rt. 62 exit (don't take 270 to Cleve-
land or Wheeling). [-670 just seems to become Rt. 62 — Gahanna. (check below™**)

If you come in on St. Rt. 161 then get off on [-270 and take the North loop (to Cleveland) and follow
the same directions as (from the North). Go all the way around past 23, I-71 and Westerville to Exit
35, Gahanna Rt. 62. (check below**)

** Take the Gahanna -Rt. 62 exit East straight through Gahanna. The road will change names as it
goes but you don't turn. It is Rt. 62 to the bridge, then it is Granville St. and at Hamilton Rd. it chang-
es to Havens Corners Rd. Just remember, go straight through Gahanna. From the point you leave I-
270 you will go 3.9 miles and will come to a stoplight at Haven's Corners and Taylor Station which
only goes to the right. Go 0.5 miles (the third street to the left) and turn left on Brooksong Way. Bear
left into the cul-de-sac and we are the second house on the right.
